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Notice of Resolution at AGM
Subscriptions



For what is the first time in many years, Alba is in the position of needing to increase its membership fee rates to ensure that it can meet its increased expenditure, particularly on hiring rooms for seminars, holding the annual summer conference, and administrative expenses.  Accordingly, notice is given of a resolution at the AGM as follows:

“That Clause 14 of the Constitution be replaced in its entirety with the following:

Each Member of the Association shall as a condition of membership pay insofar as required an annual subscription.  The Association may by resolution in General Meeting determine categories of Member and Associate Member, and the rates of subscription (if any) payable by persons within such categories.  Such resolution may also delegate to the Committee the power (i) to offer a membership fee rebate, or to impose an additional fee, conditional upon the means by which the subscription is to be paid, and (ii) to offer a reduced or no fee to any category of Member for a limited introductory period.

Subscriptions shall be paid on or before 1st October each year.  Any Member whose subscription is more than three months in arrears shall automatically cease to be a Member, but shall be reinstated forthwith upon payment.”

If the above amendment is approved, the Committee proposes that the AGM should approve the rates of membership subscription set out below for the year commencing 1 October 2008 and thereafter unless resolved to be changed, and to delegate to the Committee the power (i) to offer a membership fee rebate, or to impose an additional fee, conditional upon the means by which the subscription is to be paid, and (ii) to offer a reduced or no fee to any category of Member for a limited introductory period.
